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agglutinative actions of different degree of duration and awareness, which provide the motion from an old idea to a new
one. The analysis of manifestations of psychological inertia allowed allocating such fundamental quality as dichotomy.
The dichotomy of psychological inertia acts as an important tool for identifying new objects of intellectual property. On
the basis of studying psychological inertia (patents for invention) were developed relevant methods, its specifics being
the fact that the resondents were given the task to virtually move from one step of stair to the next one upstairs and vice
versa. The base of the countdown was set to certain standard units which were related to the linear and reverse account.
The assessment of psychological inertia and its connection with thinking and appropriate actions has been developed on
the basis of appropriate quantitative criteria. The resulting indices of asymmetry of direct and reverse motion to be less
than a one are associated with a decrease in attention concentration on one hand, and with the growth of opportunities of
ambivalent course of actions, on the other hand. Repeated experiments of direct and reverse direction in a more com-
plex environment made it possible to identify not only diagnostic effect of the method, but its sufficiently powerful
training opportunities as well. Based on the results of the experiments the authors concluded that the quantitative esti-
mation of indexes of personal creative capabilities which mediate the process of building up the objects of intellectual
activity can be studied on the basis of psychological inertia diagnostics, which serves simultaneously as training and
activation of scientific and technical creativity when generating new ideas.

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SUBJECTIVE WELL-BEING EXPERIENCE OF STUDENTS
WITH DIFFERENT TYPES OF BODILY IDENTITY

The article discusses the results of theoretical and empirical study of bodily identity and subjective well-being of
the individual, the psychological essence of the phenomenon of physical identity of the person is clarified, the analysis
of the main conceptual approaches to its understanding is carried out. The comparative analysis of bodily identity and
bodily Self image is provided; systematization and description of the types of physical identity is carried out; current
trends in the study of subjective well-being in relation to the nature of physicality is highlit. Bodily identity in this study
is considered to be a separate property of a personality, which is characterized by the experiencing bodily identity and
integrity of one’s physical self and which manifests itself in the cognitive and emotional-evaluative aspects, which are
observed in the behavior, professional activity and social relationships. The results of empirical studies revealed the
presence of ambiguous correlations between the indicators of physical identity and peculiarities of subjective well-
being. A large number of indicators of physical identity (satisfaction with one’s body, understanding of the possibilities
of one’s body etc.) are interconnected with such subjective experiences as emotional and physical well-being. It was
found that individuals with adequate type of bodily identity have more harmonious subjective experiences that is mani-
fested in their optimistic view of the world and in a positive mood, satisfaction with daily activities; positive emotional
openness; presence of a good physical «fit» and health.
