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SUBJECTIVE WELL-BEING EXPERIENCE OF STUDENTS
WITH DIFFERENT TYPES OF BODILY IDENTITY

The article discusses the results of theoretical and empirical study of bodily identity and subjective well-being of
the individual, the psychological essence of the phenomenon of physical identity of the person is clarified, the analysis
of the main conceptual approaches to its understanding is carried out. The comparative analysis of bodily identity and
bodily Self image is provided; systematization and description of the types of physical identity is carried out; current
trends in the study of subjective well-being in relation to the nature of physicality is highlit. Bodily identity in this study
is considered to be a separate property of a personality, which is characterized by the experiencing bodily identity and
integrity of one’s physical self and which manifests itself in the cognitive and emotional-evaluative aspects, which are
observed in the behavior, professional activity and social relationships. The results of empirical studies revealed the
presence of ambiguous correlations between the indicators of physical identity and peculiarities of subjective well-
being. A large number of indicators of physical identity (satisfaction with one’s body, understanding of the possibilities
of one’s body etc.) are interconnected with such subjective experiences as emotional and physical well-being. It was
found that individuals with adequate type of bodily identity have more harmonious subjective experiences that is mani-
fested in their optimistic view of the world and in a positive mood, satisfaction with daily activities; positive emotional
openness; presence of a good physical «fit» and health.

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SOCIAL TOLERANCE IN THE CONTEXT OF PERSONAL COMMUNICATIVE COMPETENCE
The increasing interest to the problem of tolerance is caused by it’s scientific relevance and practical vitality in
conditions of difficult political situation and arising social conflicts. The differences of communicative competence,
emotional intelligence, coping-strategies, cognitive and activity style, personal maturity and life values of people with
different levels of social tolerance are investigated in this article. Socially tolerant person has low level of self-control
and responsibility, he isn’t disposed to concurrence and creativity, badly orients in his own and others’ emotional reac-
tions, and has also low level of communicative competence. Low level of social demands, emotional flexibility, con-
formity and prosocial orientation can compensate it compensation and allow to achieve the goals. Socially tolerant per-
son is also not sensible, not vulnerable in social context, has diffused mobile borders and feebly marked social needs,
s0, can adapt to different social conditions without perceivable losses. This understanding gets the social tolerance clos-
er to physiological tolerance as absent or weak reaction to some unfavorable factor because of decrease of sensibility to
its influence, increase of steadiness to unfavorable factor. It explains socially tolerant persons’ lower attention to them-
selves, lower importance of health as a life value because of generally low sensibility. Social environment doesn’t help
one’s needs satisfaction, and it is possibly dangerous and threatening. In this case person can choose the line of social
tolerance not for the development, but for minimization of contact with social environment, not for a success achieving,
but for a failure avoiding, not for some outlook principles and life values, but for satisfaction of one’s safety need.
