determined by the high level of awareness of the goals, unfolded in space, which is embodied in a number of involved
areas, a combination of global, distant and short-term perspective, consistency, logical and realistic goals, positive
attitude to the future, sufficient knowledge of factors, which influences the life goals setting and their overwhelming
internal focus, active and effective life position. Students with high level of goal-setting, comparing with those, whose
goals are formed on the low level, have more expressed desire for self-actualization, which is embodied in the much
higher level of self-actualization of such indicators as ‘Orientation in time’ and ‘Creative attitude to life’. Thus, the
ability to appreciate the actual moment of life in his tense incompleteness is an important factor which provides
effective goal-setting. Consequently, for young man it is very important to learn to perceive the time, to manage it,
feeling its value. A harmonious perception of time gives a powerful energy boost for life, the past is evaluated as a pe-
culiar springboard for the realization of life goals. The content of purposes, their scale depicts the process and the result
of individual’s holistic multidimensional understanding of all his life, a life purpose concept that defines the process of
personality’s self-realization. Revealing and study of the nature of goal-setting will help to form an effective model of
self-realization.

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GROUPING OF SPACE OF STAGE BARRIER INDICATORS

This report presents the results of the factor analysis of indicators of stage barriers, emotionality and personality
traits which are studied in relation to them. Stage barrier is regarded as one of the kinds of psychological barriers, which
occurs only in the creative stage (public) activity of artists (singers, musicians, actors, etc.). Specificity of the stage
work is that the scene is the space which accumulates the factors of success of professional work: aptitudes, knowledge,
skills, abilities; the strength and stability of the professional motivation and at the same time provides an opportunity to
show the individual psychological characteristics of the subject of performing activities. Stage barrier is seen as a com-
plex of negatively stained psycho-physiological, emotional, intellectual, behavioral reactions and their manifestations
that contribute to subjective insurmountable obstacles, barriers that impede, restrict, disrupt, block the activity of the
artist’s personality, aimed at the implementation of stage work, to achieve success. It was theoretically found that the
experience of stage barriers is accompanied by instability, impulsivity, self-doubt, frustration, apathy, aggression, scare
of failure, fear and even panic, depression etc. Multivariate analysis was used to find the most important relationships
between a large number of variables that was followed by oblique rotation. As a result, four-factor model was selected:
the first factor is characterized as «Stage barrier — Reflexivity», the second — «Total adaptability — Shynessy, the third —
«Communication — Fear of rejectiony, the fourth — «Positive self — Common tendency to the stage barrier.» The results
of the factor analysis confirm the connection of the indicators of personality psychological properties that in various
combinations were included in the selected factors. The most generalized factors, which prevent the appearance and
manifestation of stage barriers were discovered. They are: reflexivity that characterizes certain cognitive features (the
ability of a thorough analysis of the events and psychological states of oneself, thoughtful decision-making); adaptabili-
ty (as readiness for a new, unexpected and uncertain situations and the ability to adapt quickly); sociability (activity in
communication, focus on people, social contacts); a positive attitude towards themselves (self-acceptance, global sense
of personal value, self-confidence).
