scope of children; 5) the scope of adolescents; 6) the scope of the middle-aged; 7) the scope of mature people; 8) the
scope of the heroes of films and works of art. Empirically it was found that the "logicians” — people who have an incli-
nation for interpretation of psychological vigilance, developed psychological interpretation of the information received,
with the domination of the spheres of communication focused on close social environment, which include family,
friends and teenagers. The "intuits" — people characterized by developed social intuition, flexibility, judgment, with the
domination of the spheres of communication focused on teenagers and professional circle of communication, among
whom are friends, colleagues, classmates, clients.

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CONFLICTNESS OF FUTURE PSYCHOLOGISTS
WITH DIFFERENT LEVELS OF EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE

The article presents the results of theoretical and empirical research of individually-typological features of con-
flictness of future psychologists with different levels of emotional intelligence. Analysis of the psychological literature
showed that interpretation of emotional intelligence as the person’s ability to understand his own and others' emotions
and control them perfectly answers the purpose and tasks of the research. Personality conflictness is understood as a
stable property that reflects predisposition to interpersonal conflicts and the frequency of entry to them. Correlation
analysis showed complex and ambiguous nature of relationships between indicators that are investigated; the presence
of relatively close ties between indicators of emotional intelligence and conflictness; negative nature of the relationship
of emotional intelligence indicators with indicators of conflictness (aggression, hostility). According to the purpose and
tasks of the study, providing research of dependence of future psychologists’ conflictness on the level of their emotional
intelligence, two groups of examinees were created. The first one included persons with low emotional intelligence, the
second one — with high emotional intelligence. The results of qualitative analysis revealed typical and individual fea-
tures of future psychologists with different levels of emotional intelligence. It was showed that the persons with low
emotional intelligence are much more aggressive, hostile, predisposed to conflicts than those with high emotional intel-
ligence (the differences in indices are statistically significant). In order to optimize the behavior and future professional
activity persons with low emotional intelligence need a comprehensive psycho-correction.
