MODEL OF FORMING FUTURE TEACHERS’ EMOTIONAL CULTURE BY MEANS OF FINE ART

The paper presents the model of future primary school teachers’ emotional culture by means of fine art, the main com-
ponents of which are: purpose, principles on which teaching and learning activities of students are built, teaching complex
conditions that contribute to the efficiency of forming primary school teachers’ emotional culture by means fine art, stages of
forming emotional culture, teaching methods, the result of the process of forming emotional culture. Emotional culture as the
quality of a personality consists of the following components: cognitive, motivational and valuable, practical and behavioral,
reflective and predictive, emotional components. Components of emotional culture are interrelated and mutually influence
each other: cognitive component is the basis that promotes the development of motivational and value, practical and behavior-
al, emotional, reflective and predictive components. Motivational and value component is the main stimulus of personality
activities, in the process of which his/her emotions and skills develop and the influence of practical and behavioral component
on the emotional and reflective and predictive components is determined by it. Thus, the implementation of the developed
model had a positive impact on the development of future primary school teachers’ emotional culture by means of the fine
arts; it stimulated the process of their mastering the required knowledge and skills.

RISK-MANAGEMENT IN THE CONTEXT OF MODERN SCIENTIFIC RESEARCHES

In the article modern aspects of risk-management are analyzed and relevance of their usage in education is substan-
tiated. It is specified that existing approaches to a definition of the notion “risk-management” are insufficient, as many
of them consider risk-management as a process of influence on the object of management with a purpose of searching
possible ways of risk reduction. However, such approach isn’t directed to the development of preventive measures of
risks. It is specified that “risk-management” is a complicated, profound and multidimensional definition, because of
containing the totality of administrative actions which are directed to identification, analyzing and regulation of risk.
Within the limits of this approach the term “risk management” is defined as a process of influence on the objects of
educational institutions, by which preventing actions, their substantiated consideration in administrative decision-
making by educational manager and risks prevention take place. General conclusion of foreign and domestic experience
enables to outline the risk-management advantages, notably: risk-management is a ground for increasing strategic plan-
ning effectiveness; it improves activity effectiveness of educational institute; contributes to optimal usage of education-
al institutions’ resources; contributes to administration activity transparency and improves communications; ensures top
management with the abstract of main risks with which educational institution faced and statements about resources that
dedicated for influence on possible risks; contributes to risks prevention at educational institution, gives educational
managers an effective and logical methodology of study risks. Analysis of modern scientific works enables to make a
conclusion that existing approaches and methods of solving certain problem aspects of risk-management as active sys-
tem of risk administration in educational institution still have not been generalized in the science of our country. There
are requirements in creation of complex system of risks administration in educational institutes, which will take modern
tendencies of economic, political and other processes development in the country into consideration. It is determined
that risk-management is active tool of educational institution’s administration in changeable modern conditions (eco-
nomic, political instability, informational progress etc.).
