STUDYING THE ANXIETY OF YOUNG TEACHERS ENTERING AN EDUCATIONAL ORGANIZA-
TION

The article describes a very important issue of our time, namely the state of young teachers when entering the edu-
cational organization. Author stated the definition of young teachers entering the educational organization. The results
of studies of young teachers on the state of anxiety are: levels of anxiety of young teachers entering the educational or-
ganization are identified: very high, high, medium (with a tendency to high); average (with a tendency to low) and low;
factors that affect the state of anxiety of young teachers are highlighted; components (psychological, physiological, so-
cial and professional) of anxiety of young teachers when entering the educational organization are investigated. The
psychological component of anxiety was mainly represented by psychological qualities and characteristics that have
been identified on the basis of characteristics of unformed emotional sphere of young teachers, namely: “I am usually
calm and to make me feel something is not easy, I'm rarely tired” — there is a positive modality, confidence and cou-
rage, however the deficit of confidence, anxiety for no reason are represented in having thoughts that are not desirable
to tell others. The psycho-physiological component of anxiety is accompanied by the presence of the young teacher cha-
racteristics that display their organismic features, namely, their own nervous system is shattered: “I feel a headache,
aversion to redness, restless sleep and often crying”. The analysis of the results of socio-professional component pro-
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vided an opportunity to identify the characteristics that indicate the influence of young teachers’ anxiety when entering
the educational organization, namely a sense of unfitness for their chosen profession, restlessness, impatience to diffi-
culties in the execution of professional activities, sensitivity to failure, difficult focus on current professional issues,
working with the tension-prone liability, precarious financial position, etc. Also the article provides comparing the data
with the ability to influence the image of the young teacher professional activity when entering the educational organi-
zation. The promising direction of our future research is to study the psychological characteristics depending on the fac-
tors and state of anxiety of young teachers entering the organization.
