PERSONALITY’S PROPENSITY TO PSYCHOLOGICAL OVERCOMING SUBJECTIVELY DIFFI-
CULT SITUATIONS

This work aims at exploring the personality’s propensity to psychological overcoming subjectively difficult situa-
tions. The author discusses the concept of situation, emotional distress, cognitive interpretation, attitudes and the like
which accompany and are manifested in the situation, determine the degree of its importance for the subject and turn it
into a subjectively difficult situation. It is theoretically grounded that a subjectively difficult situation is a subjective
interpretation of the external environment which has primarily emotional and motivational coloring and encourages
personality to selective activities aimed at overcoming the difficulties. Overcoming subjectively difficult situations in
this work is considered as an individual way of personality to interact with its internal resources (human capabilities,
skills, tools, resources) in the cognitive, emotional and behavioral field that allows us to overcome difficulties, to solve
the problem or reduce the impact of the difficult situation on a personality. The style of overcoming is understood as a
stable characteristic of a personality, as a tendency to respond to the situation of life difficulties in a certain way. On the
basis of theoretical and methodological analysis of the phenomenon of "psychological overcoming” and approaches to
its study the concept of “coping-trait” is defined. "Coping-trait” is a tendency of personality to overcome difficult situa-
tions subjectively, a sustainable, systemic integral quality of personality, which is characterized by the ability to interact
with its own feelings, emotions, thinking (cognition), actions, behavior in order to cope with the subjectively experi-
enced difficulties (specific internal and external requirements that exceed the resources of a person). In the context of
continual and hierarchical approach the structure of personality’s propensity to subjectively overcoming difficult situa-
tions is considered, the component composition of its formal-dynamic and qualitative indices is explicated and de-
scribed. It is shown that the range of formal and dynamic indices of "coping-trait” is regarded as special manifestations
of mental activity which are represented by a set of features that characterize the power of internal tendencies of an in-
dividual to a particular activity (in this case — activities to overcome the difficulties in situations of different degrees of
subjective complexity) and emerging in energy, design, diversity, dynamics etc. It is determined that the main compo-
nents of coping-trait that present quality level of its structure are the following: A) ccomponent of setting; B) emotional
("coping-emotions"), cognitive (“coping-cognition™), conative (“coping-behavior") components as instrumental forms,
funds or resources by means of which a subjectively difficult situation is overcome; C) emotional, cognitive, conative
spheres of the psyche which reflect and, to some extent, create difficulties in the subjective dimension and precisely due
to this fact can themselves act as an object (purpose, target, the epicenter) to overcome; D) ccomponent of control and
adjusting. In this case, the efforts of a personality (consciously or unconsciously) in subjectively difficult situation may
be directed to the transformation of emotional distress or mental forms, or connotative expressions, or altogether. Indi-
vidual specificity of propensity to overcome difficult situations is subjectively determined by qualitative and quantita-
tive combination of its indices. Individually oriented psychological overcoming determines the evaluation and search of
psychological coping types most effective for each personality.
