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DISTRUCTIVE INFLUENCE OF MEDIA OVER EMOTIONAL AND SENSITIVE SPHERES OF A

PERSON IN PRE-SCHOOL AGE AND YOUTH

The article deals with the peculiarities of distructive influence of media over emotional and sensitive sphere of a child’s
personality. The scientific analysis of the research on this issue is analysed: schools, approaches and conconceptions, etc. are
analysed. The system of approaches to research of changes in emotional and sensitive spheres of a personality is described.
The experimental study involved 986 students of educational institutions of Vinnitsa and Vinnitsa region. In the process of the
investigation some destructive emotional states of preschoolers, pupils of compreshensive schools and students of higher edu-
cational institutions caused bél the influence of media were studied, such as temper, anxiety, afggressiveness, proneness to con-
flict, etc. Manifestation and development of certain states is associated with the emergence of age-specific psychological new
formations of a ﬁersonality and his/her leading activity. The individual and psychological peculiarities of a personality of a
certain age which determine the changes in his/her destructive emotional states are analysed. The differences in manifestations
of different negative mental states of a personality from preschool age to senior youth are described. The research allowed
coming to the following conclusions. First of all, at present stage it Is important to search for conditions for decreasing the
destructive influence of media on the development of personality’s emotional and sensitive sphere. For this purpose psycholo-
FIStS and hygienists should develoF clear ecologically grounded criteria for determining children’s work with computers. At a
ater stage it is necessary to develop and test certain psycho-corrective programs for different ages aimed at desreasing the
destructive influence of media on schoolchildren’s personalities. Psychologists together with parents and teachers should take
into consideration children’s capabilities, their sensitivity to perceive emotiogenic information, the level of proneness to TV
and computer addictions, etc. This kind of support will allow preserving and improving children and youth’s mental and phys-
ical health, will contribute to their balanced development.

STUDENTS-PSYCHOLOGISTS’ VISIONS OF FUTURE PROFESSIONAL ACTIVITY

The article is aimed at investigating the content and peculiarities of dynamics of students-psychologists’ visions of
their future professional activity in the process of their training. The job of a psychologist is characterized by certain de-
mands: a specialist should be ready for work with people of different age, experience and social status. That is why, to be
able to perform complicated professional tasks of a psychologist young graduates with little personal experience should
have at least realistic and coherent visions of their future work. The study was carried out in three diagnostic areas corre-
sponding to the main determinants of professional success: diagnostics of students’ motivational orientation, their attitudes
towards studying, profession and future activities; the study of the whole structure of attitudes in which one of the most
important is the attitude towards the future, towards themselves and professional activities; diagnostics of professional pur-
poses and motivations, visions of students’ future career, opportunities for promotion, personal sense of professional ca-
reer. The analysis of the results of investigating students-psychologists’ visions of their professional advancement at the
beginning and at the end of training shows significant differences. In the visions of first-year students future profession is
hardly associated with career progression. As a determinative stipulation for career growth they indicate personal qualities
and external favorable circumstances. However, they associate the concept of "career” with negative phenomena. The ma-
jority of fourth-year students consider professional training as an opportunity to succeed in life and professional activity, to
get a good job. They attach great importance to career in life and connect it with obtained profession. They consider pro-
fessional career as an opportunity for self-realization and professional growth. As determinative factors for success in ca-
reer advancement fourth-year student indicate professional abilities and skills. It can be concluded that professional ideas
of students change in the process of training and become more realistic, detailed and credible.
