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INDIVIDUAL PSYCHOLOGICAL PECULIARITIES OF ATTITUDE TOWARDS FEAR OF LONELI-
NESS

This article is devoted to the generalization and systematization of theoretical approaches to understanding of the
fear of loneliness experience. The types of loneliness and their role in forming attitudes to the fear of loneliness are
represented. The concept of loneliness among other related concepts (isolation, asociality, stangeness, etc.) is observed.
The fear of loneliness as a subjective experience is highlighted as an independent phenomenon. The approaches to stud-
ying the attitudes to the fear of loneliness are researched. The types of attitudes to the fear of loneliness such as the psy-
chological distance (distancing from others, norms, values, a certain group and a world as a whole); the loneliness-loss
(a consequence of the loss of loved ones, irreversible relations, accompanied with crises tendencies as a response to
sudden changes in life); the loneliness-isolation (neurotic loneliness, characterized by deliberate detachment from others
associated with the presence of passion triggered by a traumatic experience are theoretically highlighted and studied. In
the research it is shown that the loneliness should be distinguished from other related concepts such as isolation, aso-
ciality, stangeness, anomie and depression. The term “loneliness” is a general one, the most extensive among these con-
cepts. The phenomenon of loneliness is multidimensional, so the attitude to it can evolve depending on the complexity
of its types. There exist such types of loneliness which are experienced as the psychological distance, the loneliness-loss
and the loneliness-isolation. The perspective issue for the development and the research of this problem may be study-
ing the fear of loneliness in the context of the crisis. Also, it can be interesting to study the loneliness and its relation-
ship to other complex existential phenomena such as fear, death, absence of sense and freedom.

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LEVELS OF FORMEDNESS OF COMPONENTS OF SENIOR HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS’ PSYCHO-
LOGICAL READINESS FOR FOREIGN LANGUAGES ACQUISITION

The article deals with the importance of foreign professional communication, the problem of forming foreign lan-
guage skills among school graduates and determines the level of the formedness of the school students’ psychological
readiness components in the framework of foreign languages acquisition, i. e.: motivational, cognitive, operational and
procedural. The factors of effective foreign languages mastering by high school students are studied. Teaching future
specialists a foreign language should be considered through the peculiarities of their future career. An important task of
teaching a professionally oriented foreign language is the formation of specialized competence in the fields of vocation-
al and situational communication and acquisition of the latest professional information through foreign sources. The
analysis of the results of psychological problems implementation proves the positive dynamics of cognitive, operational
and procedural, emotional and volitional spheres of high school students in the experimental group. The experimen-
tal results allow to establish the specificity of the psychological process of students’ acquisition of foreign languages
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at high school. This specificity is represented by the desire and willingness of students to individual and group im-
provised forms of work at the time free of studying in conditions that are close to real-life situations. As a result of the
experimental program that included psychological training, role plays, discussions and practical exercises, it was found
that with the help of a foreign language means the effective influence on the increase of high school students’ psycho-
logical readiness to study a foreign language can be realised. Positive results of the experimental groups demonstrate
the effectiveness of using the proposed psychological and pedagogical means.
