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PROVIDING EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT IN EDUCATIONAL PROCESS OF FIVE-YEAR-OLD
CHILDREN

The article deals with the analysis of the phenomena of environment, educational environment and developmental
environment; the author considers the significance of developmental teaching in the process of five-year-old children’s
education, determines the principles of building a developmental environment, emphasizes its necessity in five-year-old
children’s gaining preschool maturity. An environment is the main means of the development of a child’s personality,
the source of knowledge and experience. The most important role of the environment is in the development of a pre-
school child but this aspect of the problem has not been investigated fully enough. The notion of an environment is
broad and includes the whole of external conditions, factors and objects where the object is born, lives and develops.
The creation of educational and developmental environment in preschool institutions is an important direction in pre-
school education reforming, namely pre-prep education as a link between preschool and primary education. From the
point of view of psychological context developmental environment is a definitely ordered educational environment, in
which developmental teaching is carried out. The main features of educational developmental environment for pre-
school children are the following: partnership between the subjects aimed at child’s personality formation, providing
psychological defense of a child; knowledge, abilities and skills are considered as a means of a child’s further perso-
nality development; organization of a child’s active living and his creative life oriented at the formation of preschool
maturity; continuity which is expressed through the cooperation and succession in creating educational integration
“educational institution — school”; exposure which stipulates wide participation of all the members of education in
management, democratization of the methods of teaching, education and cooperation; pedagogical support as a special
teacher’s attitude. Thus, developmental environment in preschool education is a complex of psychological and peda-
gogical, material and technical, aesthetic conditions which provide the organization of five-year-old children’s activity
at preschool institution aimed at their gaining preschool maturity. It should address a child’s needs, enrich the develop-
ment of specific types of activity, provide the space for a child’s immediate development, to develop creative abilities,
to form elder preschoolers’ personality traits and life experience before entering a school.

PEDAGOGICAL TECHNOLOGY OF FORMING READINESS OF FUTURE PHILOLOGISTS FOR
WORKING AT PROFESSION-ORIENTED SCHOOL

The article deals with current problems of designing pedagogical technology of forming future philologists’ readiness for
work at profession-oriented school. The author determines the components of technological approach (principles, active me-
thods and teaching forms) to training teachers-philologists and main stages of implementing pedagogical technology into the
training process of Philological Departments of higher educational institutions. The proposed pedagogical technology is a
complicated combination of different organizational, methodical, technological elements of teaching. Their combination and
determination of specificity level of educational situations are conditioned by typological structure, functions and the main
purpose of training master degree students. Subtypes of direct and context teaching, dialogue and instructive, information and
research, individual and cooperative, externally regulated and autoeducational are used within the technology. The pedagogi-
cal technology is realized in such forms of teaching interaction: lecture-dialogue, lecture-visualization, problematic lectures,
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business games and role plays, conferences, defense of projects, experience exchange, seminars, disputes, master-classes,
presentations of a wide variety of methodological ideas, roundtables. Participating in these forms and types of teaching inte-
raction motivates a master degree student to rebuild his own educational activity. The pedagogical technology of forming
future philologists’ readiness for work at profession-oriented school is formed on the basis of competence, subject and activi-
ty, communicative and activity approach, synergetic, context and system approaches with a foundation of the pedagogical
principle of enriching master degree students” knowledge and skills. The essence of the proposed pedagogical technology was
the following: any pedagogical influence at the lessons, which is intended to the formation of such master degree students’
competences as language, speech, communicative, subject and the research one, was performed by means of determining
adequate knowledge, which corresponds with their individual activity, unity of the content and a form of realization; master
degree student’s self-determination in his activity, its dynamics in the studying process is a special subject in the learning ac-
tivities, analysis, management; pedagogical influence was performed with a glance to perception/imperception of individual
classes by a master student, in order to direct him to the learning activity in time, which would be perceived by him as his
“own”; training process should be built from the positions of self-transformation, but not as intrusion. The pedagogical tech-
nology provides some stages. The first one is called propaedeutic stage; it includes diagnosing master students. Its essence lies
in the organization of master students’ reflexive analysis of their own difficulties in the practical activity, search for their poss-
ible reasons and self-determination of the aim and tasks of the expected activity. The second (operating and forming) stage
was aimed at determining the branches of the learning activity, which is focused on the modeling (or specification) of difficul-
ties, a number of problems and questions, which should be assimilated by master students. This activity was performed with
the help of the following forms: problem and thematic lectures, seminars, practical lessons, trainings, business games and role
plays. The third stage (control and reflexive) is focused on the diagnosing and self-diagnosing of the levels of master students’
professional preparedness for work at profession-oriented school. Thus, the pedagogical technology of forming readiness for
work at profession-oriented school of future masters of Philology creates real opportunities for humanization, integration and
modeling of the studying process during master course. It provides flexibility and mobility of the integral methodical system
of training master students; as well as it contributes to the professional development of future masters of Philology.
