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of future preschool teachers’ readiness for the organization of children’s cognitive activity at preschool institution were
the main groups of professional and pedagogical abilities; analytical, prognostic, constructive, projective, gnostical,
organizational, communicative, diagnostic and reflexive. In this research the formation of the system of future teachers’
professional abilities was carried out with the help of various methods, many of them were maximally close to profes-
sional activity; they activated students’ training and cognitive activity. The value of a pedagogical task as a method is
that it enables future preschool teachers to act like a pedagogue working with children or like a child carrying out
adult’s tasks. It contributes to creative use of theoretical knowledge and the formation of professional abilities based
upon it. In our opinion, the most effective method is the use of the following situations: microsituation, situation-
illustration, situation-problem, pedagogical tasks as long as they allow developing pedagogical way of thinking and oral
speech, that is, to teach students to recognize the general pedagogical essence of a definite phenomenon, the problem
which has to be solved, to consider it and to provide its logical grounding and clear solution to this problem. In the
process of discussing a situation the students learn to listen to each other, ask question and answer them, accept one’s
opinion and by consolidated efforts to come to a certain conclusion. The use of active teaching methods contributed to
the effective adoption of professional abilities, since the improvement of training and educational process quality is the
main aim of activation. Special attention was paid to interactive teaching methods. The method of given situations pro-
vides an opportunity to implement the system of subject — subject relations in different directions of interaction between
its participants: teacher — student, student — student, teacher — subgroup, student — subgroup etc. The use of this method
at different stages of training and cognitive process contributes to gradual and systematic formation of the main groups

of students’ professional and pedagogical abilities as well as future specialists’ personality formation.

SENIOR  PRESCHOOLER’S
CHARACTERISTIC FEATURES

The article is devoted to the theoretical aspects of the essence and the characteristic features of the senior pre-
schooler’s creative-oriented personality. In author’s opinion, children's creativity is significantly different from adult
creativity. As distinct from adult’s cultural creativity, preschooler’s creativity is a natural behaviour of a child, deprived
of any stereotypes. Based on the research of 126 educatees of senior groups of preschool educational institution of
Lutsk, the author concludes that in the process of creativity the 6 years old children are equally oriented both on the
process and on the result of creative activity. Characteristic features of the creative-oriented personality are the follow-
ing: reliance on the creative fantasy (imagination combined with empathy), a highly developed intellect, general and
special abilities, also curiosity and an acute emotional need for new impressions. A creative-oriented child is not satis-
fied with the absence of order, clarity, simplicity, completeness and harmony. A child removes these contradictions by
applying his fantasy: he/she creates a world in which feels comfortable and happy. Creative children are in two opposite
states: stress, anxiety and frustration, or in a state of pleasure, rest and relaxation. Changing these conditions is one of
the manifestations of neuroticism. The main indicator of creative orientation of a senior preschool age child is his/her
behaviour. In particular, such individuals are characterized by the following features: "naive" creativity (absence of the
stereotypes, poverty of the social experience, creative fearlessness), game disposition, which foresees splitting of iden-
tity for real and creative (imagined), zealous attitude towards peers, their success, increased sensitivity (neuroticism)
and developed sense of humour. Creative children give the impression of undisciplined and irresponsible, lazy and care-
less. At the same time they show a great diligence and responsibility in art that corresponds to their abilities and prefer-
ences. Such traits as self-confidence, high self-esteem of creative achievements are not inherent for senior preschool
children.
