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SOCIOCULTURAL COMPETENCE IN STRUCTURE OF PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCE OF FU-
TURE TEACHERS-PHILOLOGISTS

The article examines the role and place of sociocultural competence in the structure of the professional competence of
future teachers-philologists. The evolution of sociocultural competence in linguodidactics has been outlined. The article
proves that sociocultural competence is one of the key components of the communicative competence. Sociocultural compe-
tence is considered as an ability to interact effectively with people of different socio-economic backgrounds and cultures.
From philosophical and pedagogical points of view sociocultural competence is characterized by psychological mobility, so-
ciability, cultural tolerance, readiness for sociocultural activity, ability to adapt and integrate in the society. Ukrainian scien-
tists stress the role of native language training in the process of sociocultural competence formation. The content of the school
subject “the Ukrainian language” is considered to be an effective means of sociocultural competence formation. Attracting
school pupils to national culture, traditions and social relationship makes the basis for successful sociocultural competence
formation and provides pupils with the ability to participate in cross-cultural communication. The analysis of the current edu-
cational process in pedagogical university proves the necessity for its correction pertaining to future language teachers’ readi-
ness to provide pupils with skills in sociocultural field. The educational process should be based on the integration of training,
brining-up and scientific development of students, which is performed at individual, group, faculty, university, interuniversity
and international levels. The core of the content of training make the Humanities — the Ukrainian and foreign languages, histo-
ry of Ukrainian culture, culture-oriented linguistics, literature, pedagogy and interdisciplinary approach. Among the pedagogi-
cal technologies preference should be given to those, which aim at activation and intensification of students’ activity (interac-
tive lectures, game technologies, problem training, usage of information technologies), their educating (educating within the
process of training, mind games) and research activity (conferences, round tables, discussions). The above-mentioned correc-
tions to the educational process prove to be beneficial for future language teachers’ readiness to develop school pupils’ soci-
ocultural competence.

USE OF LINGUODIDACTICAL IDEAS OF A.BOHUSH IN DEVELOPMENT OF SENIOR PRE-
SCHOOL AGE CHILDREN’S SPEECH PERSONALITY

The article deals with linguodidactical ideas of A. Bohush in the development of speech personality of preschool age
children (special attention is paid to such factors as: developmental speech environment, personality’s speech activity, creative
self-expression, estimating and monitoring activities in the speech activity of a child); pedagogical conditions of the develop-
ment of speech personality of preschool age children, evaluative criteria and indicators of development of speech personality
of preschool age children, that were developed by A. Bogush, have been highlighted. The linguodidactical model and experi-
mental methodology of development of speech personality of senior preschool age children have been described. The linguo-
didactical model of the development of senior preschool age children’s speech personality has four stages: nominative and
enriching (aimed at children’s acquaintance with the texts of folk tales, stories, poems of Ukrainian and foreign writers,
enrichment of their vocabulary with the vivid expressions, phraseological units, epithets, antonyms, texts of beginnings and
endings, speech and non-speech means of expression and formulae of speech etiquette), discursive and reproductive (its aim is
formation of skills to make up dialogue, polylogue, different types of monologic discourses), creative and communicative
(children’s skills development is performed by the means of making up creative stories, creative self-expression in speech and
playing situations) and reflexive and evaluative (aimed at child’s skills development to evaluate and control his/her own
speech and speech of the children born in the same year). Special attention was paid to the interaction of a preschool teacher
with a family of a preschooler, because as it is a common knowledge that it is extremely difficult for a child to achieve posi-
tive results in the speech development without parents’ support. A. Bohush is sure that children, whose parents put a lot of
time into communication and interaction with them, have greater success in the speech development. The notion ‘speech per-
sonality of senior preschool age children’ has been determined. Alla Bohush is one of the first to develop the idea of forming
speech personality of a child at the stage of preschool period. Linguodidactical views of Alla Bohush have provided the basis
for the developed methodology of forming speech personality of senior preschooler.
