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tellect. By the end of children’s preschool period they should be psychologically ready for learning at school; the com-
ponents of this competence beside informational competence are the following: intellectual, motivational, emotional
and volitional readiness for school; readiness for communicating with peers and teachers. A child’s psychological rea-
diness for school is determined, first of all, by a preschooler’s attitude towards the new social situation and the ability to
communicate with new people and deal with new phenomena in a child’s life, the ability to use modern informational
and communicative means for satisfying their demands in interaction. Thus, considering preschool children’s prepara-
tion for education in the modern world, it can be noted that the formation of informational and communicative compe-
tence includes knowledge, abilities and axiological attitude towards information and informational and communicative
processes in the world around, which allow a child to be involved in available types of informational and communica-
tive activity: cognitive, playing and others; the abilities to orient in informational and communicative space choosing an
appropriate model of interaction etc. Informational and communicative competence is achieved by means of teacher’s
using informational and communicative technologies when working with children, which improves children’s motiva-
tion to obtain new knowledge and make students familiar with the social world, create conditions for new means of
educational influence.

SOCIAL WORLDVIEW IN THE PROCESS OF CHILD’S PERSONALITY SOCIALIZATION

The urgent problem of pedagogical understanding of a preschooler’s personality socialization is presented in the article.
The author analyses this problem through the concepts of children’s view of the world. The notions “socialization”,
“worldview”, “interiorization” and “perception” have been analyzed in the article. They are presented from the following po-
sition: child’s worldview is being formed in the process of interaction with the world, which a child reflects in its brain’s struc-
tures through the usage of his/her individual experience, that a child has got during observing subjects and social phenomena.
The author notes that this fact provokes the necessity of considering the peculiarities of the worldview formation in the
process of preschool child socialization. It has been mentioned that the social worldview, which is formed in child’s mind has
a great influence on his/her actions and life on the whole. It has been defined, that child’s maturing, his/her successful sociali-
zation depends on how a child is acknowledged with the subject of mutual relations, how adults allow him/her to express this
subjections, how adults create conditions for this worldview formation. Thus, in our opinion, development of social
worldview in a preschool childhood is an important component of the process of preschooler’s socialization. The educational
process should be built in such a way, that a worldview becomes a basis and an integrator of educational content, which pro-
vides children’s harmonious relations of with social world and enriching their social experience. Only such experience, which
is available and successful for a child, only such manners, standards and values, which are important for him/her, are selected
and adopted by a child. Children’s view of the world, his/her attitude towards it, is performed in child’s mind by means of
communicating with other people — adults and peers. Thus, the main task of adults is to help a child in the process of creating
and developing his/her adequate social worldview.
