The characteristics of
psychologists with the middle level of professional adaptiveness have the next differences: middle level of stress-
stability, social psychological adaptation, self-acceptance, acceptance of others, middle level of adaptiveness, tension,
taking the lack of others’ ability opinion into account, high self-control, good orientation in expectations of society
combined with inability of the structural actions, overcoming failures and unreadiness to change instability of the emo-
tional experiencing. The characteristics of psychologists with the high level of professional adaptiveness have the next
differences: high level of stress-stability, social psychological adaptation, self-acceptance, acceptance of others, emo-
tional comfort, expressed internality, aspiring to prevailing, high level of adaptiveness, abstract thinking, emotional sta-
bility, developed empathy, sagacity, self-confidence, high control of emotions and behaviour performing, good orienta-
tion in expectations of the society, the capacity for the structural actions, overcoming failures, as well as willingness and
readiness to change firmness of the emotional experiencing.

SPECIFICITY OF PERSONALITY FACTOR STRUCTURE OF TOLERANT AND INTOLERANT
INDIVIDUALS

Extensive theoretical and methodological analysis showed that a lot of information about the psychological effects
belonging to the manifestations of tolerance and quality is closely related, it is contained in the factors of personality
allocated by R. Cattle. In our research we consider the factor structure of personality of patients with various manifesta-
tions of tolerance. The study involved 204 people — students of different faculties and post-graduate students of the spe-
cialty "Psychology" of South Ukrainian National Pedagogical University named after K. D. Ushynsky. We used the
following psychodiagnostic complex: “Questionnaire of tolerance quality indicators” (by O. P. Sannikova, O. G. Bab-
chuk) and "The Sixteen Personality Factor Questionnaire” (by R. Cattell). Being carried out by us previously, correla-
tion analysis provided the basis for a qualitative analysis of the factor structure of personality in people with a common
indicator of tolerance and intolerance with the general index. It should be noted that the presence of certain personality
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traits that are "responsible™ for the manifestation of tolerance, such as good-nature, focus on others, tolerance to oth-
ers, the ability for empathy, sociability, trust, openness, self-confidence, may be associated with the presence of such
properties as vulnerability, emotional dependence on others and expectation of support and attention from other
people, excessive sensitivity, passion. The carried out research shows that the most expressed qualities of intolerant
individuals are proneness to dominance, desire to overmaster, but with that they are not able to be independent and
self-sufficient. Some of these qualities create negative emotional traits: unfriendliness, aggressiveness, proneness to
conflicts. The empirical study of factor structure of personality in patients with different levels of tolerance showed
that the expression of this multicomponent property provides an integral image of perso-nality traits.
