THE SPECIFICITY OF PERSONALITY FACTOR STRUCTURE OF VARIOUS EMPATHY TYPES REPRE-
SENTATIVES

In the paper empathy is discovered from the standpoint of continuum approach that allows considering it as a complex multi-
level, but at the same time, as a holistic formation. In the context of this approach, the parameters of qualitative (emotional, cognitive,
predictive and efficient empathy) and substantial (empathic orientation) levels of the empathy are subjected to the integrated theoreti-
cal and empirical research. At the substantial level those characteristics of the empathy are observed that mainly reflects the empathic
orientation of the personality. The empathic orientation is understood as a manifestation of empathic preferences, as the choice of the
subject of those objects and spheres of life, in relation to which, in the first place, empathic experiences of the subject appeared and
where the most pronounced individual characteristics of the empathy manifest themselves. In the context of the continuum approach,
as the indicators of the empathic orientation (substantial structure of the empathy), the following parameters are allocated: the empa-
thy to relatives and friends (the relative empathy); the empathy to colleagues, students, clients (the range of professional communica-
tion); the empathy to strangers and unfamiliar people (the range of non-professional communication); the self-empathy as the empa-
thy of a subject to himself / herself; the empathy to the works of art characters; to the representatives of the animal world; to the plant
world; to the nature, to the outside world as a whole; to the past events in the subject's life or in the lives of the people around him /
her; to the possible future events, etc. The research of qualitative and substantial features of the empathy was carried out from the
standpoint of the differential and psychological analysis. The individual psychological characteristics of personality factors of differ-
ent types of the empathy and the empathic orientations by R. Cattell are discovered and described. It was found that almost all the
subjects tend to lack of experience or minor guilt. This fact requires a more in-depth study, but we can assume that the test of the
sample to a greater extent is characterized by healthy and not neurotic tendencies in relations with the outside world and other people.

SELF-ATTITUDE OF PERSONS WITH DIFFERENT LEVELS OF STAGE BARRIER

The article presents the results of the research aimed at identifying self-attitude of persons with different levels of
stage barriers. The notion “a stage barrier” is defined, and it is regarded as a phenomenon, showing the objectives disa-
greement and the results of activities (i. e. mismatch of the chosen model of own behavior and the real self-presentation;
discrepancy of the desired contacts with the audience and the real interaction with them; discrepancy of the self-
preparation level and the actual process of performing activity); and as a subjective phenomenon that manifests itself in
different kinds of experiences, which are based on the unmet needs; emotional, motivational and cognitive dissonance
(incongruence).When investigating the components of scenic barriers due to the self-attitude, we received only negative
significant bonds. The complex of the dominant marks of self-attitude group of persons with high barriers includes the
expectation of others’ negative attitudes, lack of self-leadership, self-blame, lack of self-confidence against the back-
ground of self-interest. It is established that in a result of performers’ low self-esteem the distrust and the suspicion to
the other people are manifested. It is shown that the experiment group members with a high index of stage barrier are
also characterized by an absence of the tendencies to look for causes of their actions, the results and their own personal
characteristics in themselves; the weak self-regulation etc. It was found that regardless of the self-esteem level, the ex-
ternal scenic behavior of high-barrier performers often appear within the confident behavior. Probably the lack of inner
confidence is not always manifested externally, in the behavior at the stage due to the fact that actors can successfully
use the skills of confident behavior. These skills can be acquired through the stage behavior training, scenic experience,
due to the close attention to oneself, self-interest to their usual emotional states. It is empirically proved that the self-
confidence is incompatible with the experiences of a stage barrier, but the self-doubt, being a holistic complex of symp-
toms, manifests itself as a tendency to stage barriers, i.e. shyness, shame, doubt, fear, excitement, etc. And it is doubt-
fully as for the professional integrity of the performers with these steady personality traits.
