PROBLEM OF PERSONALITY’S MENTAL HEALTH AND MODERN INFORMATIONAL INFLUENCE

The article is devoted to theoretical and applied aspects of the interconnection of mental health and the impact of
the information. The concepts of mental and psychological health of a personality, factors and the current state of men-
tal health of Ukrainians are considered. Among the factors that negatively affect the mental and psychological health of
people the author distinguishes the following: chronic fatigue, fear of loneliness, fears about health, stresses, conflicts,
diseases, death of relatives and so on. The total impact on the psychological health and growing threats on a global scale
are caused by the following factors: technological disasters, natural disasters, possibility of wars etc. And nowadays,
due to the politicization of society, informational impact is a significant factor affecting the mental health of people.
The author analyzed some psychological mechanisms and technologies of informational manipulation, perception and
psychological characteristics the human response to negative informational influence. It is also substantiated that the
direction, intensity, volume and strength of direct and indirect impact of the information forms subjective perception of
what is happening, a sense of psychological comfort or discomfort, and correlates with the level of mental and psycho-
logical health. The author discusses the need of ensuring psychological ecological compatibility of information and ac-
tivity of mass media. To counter the negative effects of the information impact the author suggests the following: 1) to
manage and rationalize. 2) to minimize the harm of information effects on the psyche and human health — controlled
watching TV and online videos, because information impact reduces the potential of the quality of human life. 3) to get
positive experience of informational influence. Problems of psychological health and psychological informational ecol-
ogy can be solved only with the usage of the complex approach, creating and implementing efficient system of acts and
events at the public and state level.

REFLECTION IN FORMING TEACHERS’ CREATIVE ABILITIES

The article deals with the essential dimensions of the phenomena "creativity", "pedagogical creativity" and "reflection” in
the professional development of teachers. Creativity of a teacher is considered by the author as a special personal quality that acts
like a kind of "background™ in the development of cognitive, emotional and volitional, individual and psychological spheres. The
levels of formedness of a personality and ways to implement them in quasiprofessional and personal self-improvement and self-
realization of a teacher are determined. Particular emphasis is placed on the disclosure of individual types of teacher’s creativity
manifestation — teaching improvisation and its psychological support. The basic technology of pedagogical improvisation is a
teacher himself, his tools and methods: pedagogical insight; instant understanding and implementation of educational ideas; in-
stant analysis of the implementation of pedagogical ideas and decision to continue teaching improvisation or transition to earlier
planned actions. Pedagogical improvisation is necessary in cases, when a teacher has to find a solution of the problem immediate-
ly or to draw students’/pupils’ attention. It is considered as an essential element of “‘communicative attack”. The author argues
that a teacher has to work and make decisions in difficult situations. Therefore, he must master various technologies to motivate
students / pupils, "push" them to creative work by means of the development of their abilities. Of course, a teacher doesn’t master
all above mentioned means teacher at once, as they require special development of skills and abilities to the disclosure of intellec-
tual abilities and intuition. As a conclusion, it was determined that one of the means of increasing emotional tonus, strengthening
the complex of emotional and volitional regulation and actualization of positive experience of efficient work is creative tasks. It
means feeling happy by the performed work, feeling sure of one’s own strength, success and creative potential.
