MASTERING MARTIAL ARTS AS A WAY OF ADOLESCENTS’ RECREATION

The article contains the information about the mastering of martial arts as a way teenagers’ recreation. It is found out that
adolescents get rid of fears through the study of martial arts. It is also determined that this kind of sports forms their personal qual-
ities, such as strength, self-confidence etc. Anatomical, physiological and psychological characteristics of adolescence are consi-
dered from the point of view of mastering martial arts. Some schemes of studying martial arts are developed by the author. Prin-
ciples, rules and stages of the process are also formulated in the article. Besides, the author describes a special method, which
helps adolescents to master this kind of sports, which is called shock-fighting therapy. This is the basis of recreation of adoles-
cents. The period of junior adolescence covers the age from 11 to 15 years. This age is associated with some physiological, ana-
tomical and psychological changes, because children’s bodies and minds change. This often creates a negative emotional back-
ground of children. This can be a barrier of adequate communication and interaction with others. Besides, teenagers’ perception
develops together with the intellectualization of the whole sense cognition. It is an important factor in the process of exercising
the combat technique. In this regard the ability of a sportsman to predict the development of actions during a battle is of extreme
importance. Recreational process plays an important role in the formation of teenager’s personality. We consider recreation as a
complex of methods, aimed at participating adolescents to diverse vigorous activity. In this context sport is a special mechanism,
which helps a child to master useful skills, to feel more confident and to be able to self-develop. Martial arts combine the system
of complex approach to the development of adolescents.

IMPACT OF PSYCHOSOCIAL REHABILITATION SUMMER CAMPS ON STYLE OF MATERNAL
ATTITUDE AND PSYCHO-EMOTIONAL STATE OF MOTHERS WHO HAVE CHILDREN WITH DIS-
ABILITIES

The article deals with the specificity of parental attitudes and emotional state of women raising children with dis-
abilities. In order to realize the diagnostics of different features of maternal attitudes the author’s questionnaire was
used to define the style of maternal attitudes of abnormal children’s mothers. The estimation of diminishment dynamics
of maternal attitudes and levels of social and personal frustration of mothers who have children with disabilities is done
in the application of social-psychological technologies. We found that the technologies of social inclusion promote op-
timizing of maternal attitudes. Different measures of psychological treatment in terms of a summer camp were imple-
mented in the experimental group of 30 women examined before and after these measures. Test results showed that the
use of social-psychological rehabilitation technologies in terms of a summer camp usually lead to the improvement of
maternal identity attitudes and reduce social and personal frustration of abnormal children’s mothers. Major and specif-
ic changes in parent attitudes and emotional state were detected in mothers with anxiety and ambivalent attitude to the
child. Testing 30 mothers of abnormal children in the control group, who did not participate in activities of social and
psychological rehabilitation, we found no significant changes in the style of maternal attitudes and indicators of social
and personal frustration. The obtained results of the study show that technology and psychological rehabilitation and
social inclusion that model positive social relationships in terms of summer camps (seminars, workshops, mother
schools, holidays) contribute to meeting the urgent needs of mothers who have children with disabilities in social and
emotional stimuli that positively effect the optimization of the parent-child relationship. The research in social psychol-
ogy suggests that the most important and most effective forms of sensory stimuli are provided by social connections and
exchanges, but these relationships appear to be limited to mothers of children with special needs.
