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factors as the social conditions of life of a teenager, new requirements for the conduct and activities of the system of
relations with adults. The features of the self-attitude formation of adolescents deprived of parental care are
characterized in the framework of this study. The adolescents’ self-attitude being developed in conditions of deprivation
is characterized by slowlier evolving, what significantly differs from adolescents who are growing up in families.
Children without parental care form a realistic idea of their future profession much earlier, as relevant to the choice of
consistent, unlike children who grow up in families. At the beginning they form some ideal about their future profession
that is quite real to change in their future, and in some cases there are quite complex and contradictory relationship
between those and others. The development of the orphan adolescents’ self-attitude is gradually passing the cycle that is
constantly enriched, supplemented, developed and based on the settings regarding themselves through cognitive and
emotional components of the social interaction. There are still not enough studies that include a variety of age groups in
order to obtain homogeneous and comparable results, more accurately to determine whether there are any spontaneous
age dynamics in the development of total self-esteem components and positive self-attitude in conditions of the social
deprivation.

PSYCHOLOGICAL DETERMINANTS OF GOOD AND DELINQUENT BEHAVIOR OF ADOLES-
CENTS

The article analyzes the psychological determinants of delinquent behavior and good behavior of adolescents’ per-
sonalities by Ukrainian, Russian and foreign scientists. Delinquent behavior is understood as something that deviates
from the norm, it is manifested in extreme acts, which carry criminal penalties. This behavior differs from criminal of-
fenses by less severity of violations and lower severity of their antisocial nature; such behavior is considered as criminal
acts, intentions of which were innocent. The symptoms of delinquent behavior coincide with DSM-IV criteria for the
diagnosis of "behavioral disorder". Besides, the author agrees with an American researcher R. Comer, who notes that
reasons of behavioral disorders can be the following: biological, drug abuse, poorness, severity of surrounding people,
complicated relations with parents and children, family conflicts, behavioral disorders of parents etc. Good behavior is de-
termined as a result of socialization, in the process of which a subject assimilates moral and legal prohibitions, social beha-
vior patterns, which, in turn, is determined by the group and individual sense of justice, sense of social responsibility, so-
cial justice, legal intuition. The author determines psychological factors of delinquent and good behavior of adolescents,
observes the need for their studies as those that provide stability of socially acceptable behavior of the individual in terms
of criminal temptations. The presence of such information can take steps in practice with adolescents in order to correct
and prevent their delinquent behavior. Despite the great variety of scientific works, which describe psychological factors of
delinquent behavior, the question of factors of good behavior still remains investigated in a poor way.
