PECULIARITIES OF DEVELOPMENT OF TEACHERS’ REFLEXIVITY

UNDER CONDITIONS OF POSTGRADUATE PEDAGOGICAL EDUCATION

The article highlights the results of the empirical research of levels and factors of teachers’ reflexivity develop-
ment. An insufficient level of reflexivity in almost half of the surveyed teachers was discovered. The aspects of reflex-
ivity of the teachers in terms of socio-demographic (gender, nationality, age), organizational and professional (work ex-
perience, school type) factors were determined. The obtained data shows that reflectivity in the male teachers of older
age is significantly less than in those of younger age, while reflexivity level of female teachers doesn’t change with age.
As for reflexivity aspects of teachers depending on the type of school the results of variance analysis showed higher in-
dices of reflexivity of teachers who work at schools of new type (lyceums, upper secondary school, etc.) than teachers work-
ing at traditional comprehensive schools. The insufficient assistance of teachers’ reflexivity development in conditions of
postgraduate pedagogical education is revealed. In particular, teachers have only fractal ability to make a reflective analysis of
various aspects of teaching and professional activities. The author shows the correlation analysis results, according to which
there are weak but statistically important correlative bonds between the levels of development of individual indicators of ref-
lexivity and teachers’ evaluation of frequency of reflexive analysis of educational and professional activities initiation in terms
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of postgraduate pedagogical education. The purposefulness of promotion of the development of teachers’ reflexivity within
specially organized training in conditions of postgraduate pedagogical education is outlined. The formation of psychological
readiness of teachers of institutions of postgraduate pedagogical education for the development of reflectivity in teachers in
terms of postgraduate education seems to be very important as well.
