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COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF PECULIARITIES OF ADAPTATION PROCESS OF TEENAGERS
FROM TWO- AND SINGLE-PARENT FAMILIES UNDER CONDITIONS OF RECREATION

The article is devoted to the process of adaptation of teenagers from two- and single-parent families in terms of
recreation. Despite the existence of numerous definitions of the phenomenon of adaptation, objectively, there are sever-
al of its main manifestations that suggest that adaptation is, first, a property of the body, and secondly, the process of
adaptation to changing environmental conditions, the essence of which is to achieve simultaneous balance between the
environment and the body, and thirdly, the result of the interaction in the system “person-environment”. The author describes
two main approaches to examining the phenomenon of adaptation. On the one hand, adaptation is considered as a quality of
any living self-regulating system, which provides its stability to the environmental conditions (it supposes the presence of the
certain level of the development of adaptive capabilities). On the other hand, adaptation is considered as a dynamic forma-
tion, as a process of adaptation to the environmental conditions. The author also describes the ability of teenagers to adapt to
new conditions, the abilities necessary for communicating with other people, their abilities to show sympathy; the researcher
also estimates the ability to build relationships in a group, tolerance and the level of motivation of teenagers. The article also
presents the results which were received after the correctional training performed with teenagers form two- and single-parent
families. The psychological service of child center “Moloda Hvardiia” has developed the programme for psychological sup-
port of adaptation process of teenagers-recreants form two- and single-parent families. This training was aimed at improving
teenagers’ adaptive capabilities. The results obtained allow us to come to the conclusion that teenagers-recreants from both
groups have the average and below the average level of adaptation. The training is effective and can be used for the develop-
ing of adaptation process under conditions of recreation.

PECULIARITIES OF MANIFESTATION OF COMMUNICATIVE TOLERANCE OF ADOLESCENTS
FROM TWO- AND SINGLE-PARENT FAMILIES UNDER CONDITIONS OF RECREATION

The article deals with communicative tolerance of adolescent’s from two- and single-parent families under the conditions of
recreation. Communicative tolerance is considered as a characteristic feature of personality’s attitude towards people; it shows the
degree of tolerance to his/her partners’ views, mental states, qualities and actions which are unpleasant or unacceptable for
him/her. It reflects the factors of education, communicative experience of a personality and its various manifestations, such as
culture, values, needs, interests, attitudes, character, temperament, habits, thinking peculiarities. The author examines the ability
of teenagers to accept or not to accept the individuality of other people, their tendency to estimate people according to their own
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“self”; the ability to hide or wear off unpleasant impressions connected with the communicative qualities of people. The article
also provides the research on how teenagers are tolerant to uncomfortable states of other people, how their tolerance or
intolerance to people is expressed. The adolescents’ adaptational capacity when interacting with people is also considered in the
work. The study has shown low level of communicative tolerance of teenagers from two-parent families; but the level of
communicative tolerance of children from one-parent families is even lower. These results reveal teenagers’ inability to establish
contact with other people, inability to show compassion or tolerance. The author describes a mindset training, which is aimed at
increasing and forming communicative tolerance of teenagers’ from two-parent and single-parent families in terms of recreation.
The training consists of 7 classes. Each class lasts 60-80 minutes. The training was based on a great number of methods and
devices, such as role and psycho-dramatic plays, situation analysis, discussions, psycho-gymnastic methods, relaxations; the
mechanisms of identification, reflection and self-reflection were also used. The approbation of the training with teenagers and
additional diagnosing showed the changes in estimation in terms of “tolerance index”, “social tolerance”, “tolerance as a
personality trait”. Thus, the suggested training has shown its effectiveness.
