TO THE ISSUE OF IMPROVING ADAPTIVE CAPACITY OF AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS

The modern level of civil aviation development is characterized by great influence of human factor on flight’s
safety. The question of improving the adaptive capacity of air traffic controllers is a burning problem nowadays. Ac-
cording to the international Local Single Sky Implementation Plan (2012 — 2016) the burning problem is reliability of
ATC controller and development of methodology directed for the prevention of air accidents and incidents. Under con-
ditions of further intensification of air traffic special attention is to be paid to the reliability of the human element.

This article deals with the activity of an air traffic controller in extreme conditions that departs from the normal
routine, and which may involve uncertainty, risk, time pressures and critical choices. In such a situation, routine train-
ings and procedures are insufficient, and familiar modes of thinking are ineffective. A feeling of information overload,
combined with emotional distress, create extreme stress. The ability to flexibly and efficiently shift to emergency condi-
tions, while adapting quickly to changing circumstances, is critical to the success of organizations that deal with human
life, and to every organization operating in a complex reality, and is vital for saving lives, preserving reputation and
returning to normal functioning.
